TIPS FROM
THE COACH #1

Work on your
Smash

When you consider how easy it
can be to win a point from this
shot, it's incredible that most
club players will only ever
practice it three or four times
during a pre-match knock up.

Try to set aside some time to
work on smash technique,
especially the movement
backwards (which should be
side-steps), and you will soon
become far more confident
when at the net in doubles
match play.

The reason why so many club
players don'tplay the most
effective  doubles formation
(both at the net) is down to their
lack of confidence in this shot.
So start working on your smash,
and let's start winning more
points at the net.
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
